At this time only a General Business License is required of waste haulers, there is no regulation. There is an Ordinance and Master Plan in the works. Everything must be standardized first. He has to sell the plan to the small haulers. The Plan would include customer lists, where they pick-up and a goal of getting the waste disposed of properly, some suspect that many small haulers dispose on private property. He expects a cap of 35 permits will be applied for. A lot of neighborhoods have contracts with one hauler which where organized at the beginning of the neighborhood development. He said that Parish President Kevin D. would work with us to develop a pilot project, but the first problem would be an organized billing system. Mr. Gordon also answered our questions about our stinky water and said he would look into it and contact Wendy T.
